GENERAL LOCATION: The property is generally located east of and adjacent to Stemple Pass Rd, south of and adjacent to the Blackfoot River, and approximately 0.6 miles south of Lincoln, MT. 


GENERAL PROJECT DETAILS

A) PROPOSAL
The level 2 application requests $113,300 from the County Open Space Bond Fund, proposed to be applied to the acquisition price of the property. 

B) SIZE
	The property is approximately 9.455 acres in size.

The property is currently vacant and has been used as grazing pasture in the past.

E) ZONING AND COVENANTS
No covenants are known to apply to the subject property, nor is zoning present or proposed on the subject property. 


CITIZENS ADVISORY COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION

On August 2, 2016, at a regularly scheduled and noticed meeting of the Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC), the CAC voted on one motion regarding the Lincoln Community River Park Acquisition Project. The motion from Kim Patterson was to recommend to the Board of County Commissioners that the Lincoln Community River Park Acquisition Project receive priority funding of $85,000, and that the level 2 application, which has been deemed complete, is subject to County legal staff’s review to confirm its compliance with the due diligence requirements of the Open Lands Program Guide. This recommendation is based on a determination that the level 2 application meets project evaluation criteria for:

1. Protecting habitat for fish and wildlife; 
2. Providing opportunities for outdoor recreation;
3. Protecting water resources and water quality;
4. Preserving open lands and natural areas; and
5. Managing growth and development.

Also included in the motion was a recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners that it give favorable consideration to the Applicant’s request for reimbursement of its transactional costs in an amount up to $28,300.
