Chairman Murray pulied item ‘f from the consent agenda for discussion.

Consent item ‘f” HR Director Fred Rice reported the contract was sfill being circulated
with the bargaining unit. The contract was approved including the implementation of
the grade increase in January and all the minor language changes recommended
approval. '

Hearing no comments from the public, Commissioner Hunthausen moved approval of
the remaining consent agenda and authorized the Chair to sign. Commissioner Murray
seconded the motion and it carried 2-0.
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Commissioner Hunthausen moved upon receipt of the signed contract from the
bargaining unit the Commissioners sign the agreement. Commissioner Murray moved
seconded the motion and it carried 2-0.

Bid Award. Poorman Creek Bridge Project. Janet Pallister reported staff's
recommendation to award the bid to TCA, Inc. in the amount of $239,475. Two bids
were received and both exceeded the engineers’ estimate, however, the project did
come in within our budget and the bid tabulation is attached from Great West
Engineering along with their recommendation to award the bid to TCA, Incin the
amount of $239.475.00. Once the Commission approves this, we would sign a contract
and issue a notice to proceed construction. We hope to start on July 9" right after the
4" of July weekend and we would hope that in 45 days it will be completed towards the
end of August, around August 26" so that the bridge and the road would all be opened
for the school bus to go back and forth prior to school starting the end of August. The
contractor that we're awarding this bid too does include in their bid a one lane work
bridge which could also be used for the residents in that area and answer some of their
concerns about emergency services. So, we're hopeful that he can get that work bridge
permitted so that we could use that as a detour. So, we also have quite a few funding
partners on this bridge. The County is only providing $27,000.00 of the project; the rest
is going to be furnished through the Forest Service, Western Lands Federal Highways,
Trout Unlimited and the Montana Department of Transportation. Total project cost,
including engineering services, is $277,435.00 and | would be happy to answer any of
your questions and I also recommend that you award the Poorman Creek Bridge
Project to TCA, Inc., from Bozeman, for $239,475.00 and authorize the Chairman to
sign all related project documents.

Commissioner Hunthausen moved to award the bid to TCA Inc. for $239,475 and
authorized the Chair to sign all related documents. Chairman Murray seconded the
motion and it carried 2-0.

Bid Opening. Construction of the Fairgrounds/Dunbar Wastewater Connection Project.
(Stahly Eng. & Assoc.) (Tabled from 6/5/07) The Commissioners will consider opening
bids for the construction of an 8-inch sewer main, manholes and related items as
defined in the project documents.

Commissioner Murray opened the bids and Jeff Larson reported.

Acknowledged Addendums 1-4; bid bond
included. Total bid $1,434,434.



Commissioner Hunthausen moved to take the bids under advisement and
recommended awarding the bids at a future public meeting. Commissioner Murray
seconded the motion and it carried 2-0.

Brownfields Grant Task Force. laura Erikson, Grant Coordinator, reported on the
appointments to the task force. As part of our Brownfields project we are to select a
task force to help us in prioritizing sites for future Brownfields clean-up work and we
asked throughout the community for people to submit applications to join the task force
and we received 8 applications all really highly qualified individuals. Three applied
representing the general public: Roxanne Lincoln, Jennifer McCullough and Jack Stults.
Three represent local government: Kathy Moore; Debb Tillo and Laura Alvey. Two
represent community based organizations: Economic Development - Keith Carparelli
from Bank of the Rockies and Bryan Olbert from Gateway Economic Development
organization. Staff recommend that all of those that applied be on the Task Force.
The volunteers would be appointed for the life of the grant which is a 3-year project.

Commissioner Hunthausen moved appointment in accordance with staff
recommendation. Chairman Murray seconded the motion and it carried 2-0.
