The 2013 Legislature submitted this
proposal for a vote. LR-126 changes the
deadline for late voter registration from the
close of polls on election day to 5:00 p.m.
on the Friday before the election. LR-126
also moves the deadline for changes to an
elector's voter registration information from
the close of polls on election day to 5:00
p.m. on the Friday before the election. The
National Voter Registration Act referenced
in the title of LR-126 does not require
elimination of election-day registration, and
does not require moving the deadline for
changes to an elector's voter registration
information.
