Designated volunteers will be present and identifiable by vests to ensure physical distancing, mask wearing, removal of public spectators, and sanitization. 
o SIGNAGE
Color printed signs have been laminated and will be taped to sandwich boards to indicate no general public allowed, encourage physical distancing/mask wearing, and signs/symptoms of COVID-19. 
o HYGIENE
Hand sanitizer will be placed and clearly marked on the check-in table. Masks will be made available at the check-in table. Attendees have been notified to bring their own masks and seating. Designated volunteers will sanitize general equipment, gates, and door handles between users.
o DISTANCING
All exhibitors and families have been made aware of implemented guidelines. In addition they will be reminded by designated volunteers to follow the guidelines at the event. The judge will either wear a mask or ensure they are at least six feet away from every participant. Family groups will be kept six feet apart and volunteers will wear masks in high-traffic areas where physical distancing isn't possible. 
	Text23: o SCREENING
Temperatures will be taken at check-in each day using a digital infrared thermometer and attendees will be questioned about their symptoms. Upon completion of this screening a unique hole will be stamped into their wristband to indicate they've been cleared to participate in the 4-H dog show on that day.
